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EARLY LIFE

Dr Rajvardhan was born on 8 December 1970 in Kannauj, Uttar Pradesh. His
parents died when he was only five years old. Despite that, he and his 6
siblings, three brothers and three sisters, held each other and helped each
other grow together. Without any resources, he held himself strong and
pursued his education and completed his schooling from HLBN Inter college
and his BA and MA degree from Kanpur University. After this, he also
completed his Ph.D. in Social Work.

Afterwards, he got married to his wife in 1997 and they both started to work
together for his goal. His wife has always been a support for him and has
always helped him in his kind work towards people. They both have three kids,
one son and two daughters. Their kids are very bright students and have
always been on a journey to make their parents proud.




Just like Dr Rajvardhan, he was very enthusiastic about studies and continued his studies with
utmost dedication and always scored good marks and tried his best to make his deceased
parents proud. To continue his journey of making them proud, he started his journey by
teaching students and making them score well and with that he decided to start his journey
as a social worker.
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MADHYA PRADESH Dr Rajvardhan started giving home tuition to a
tea seller’s son, Ramesh Tiwari, who was poor in
studies and had failed more than two times. He
taught him diligently in the early morning and got
free tea from his father as a token of his
dedication and 100 rupees for his teaching job.
As soon as Ramesh’s results came, he passed
with very graceful marks and this led to Dr
Rajvardhan’s popularity amongst the parents.
After much persuasion from many parents, he
started his coaching center, named Oxford
Coaching Centre.




The main purpose of starting his coaching center was to gain money so that he could
pursue his B.A degree. He taught more than 200 students per day and worked towards
making their future bright.

After passing his B.A exams, he started to pursue his MA degree in Sociology and MA
Degree Economics then Ph.D. In between pursuing his degrees, he was offered a job as a
lecturer in a nearby college to teach English, Economics, and Sociology. He actively
accepted the offer and started to teach there and proved himself as one of the best teach-
ers in the college. Alongside this, he always wanted to open his school, therefore, in 2001,
he opened his primary school- Oxford Public School, which is still running strong. In 2006,
he saw that people who worked in the furnace were left sideways and their children were
not in a condition to get studies. So he decided to teach them and to attract them he start-
ed to give out chocolates, toffee, and other food items. And in greed for food, those chil-
dren started to sit down and study with him. He taught more than 1250 students there.

Teaching became his profession but he did not want to settle just here. He wanted to do
more and help people in not just a teaching manner but in their lives. For this, he pursued
a Ph.D. in Social Work and soon after he started to work towards helping people in differ-
ent areas. To start this, he led a mission to make the whole district, in which he resides,
tobacco-free and promote a healthy lifestyle. It took him a few years but he was able to
help the people make the whole district tobacco-free. Alongside this, In 2013-14, he
arranged food for more than 1 lakh children who were present at the Anganwadi centre.
Children joined the centre but there was no food present to feed them, so Dr Rajvardhan
took the initiative to deliver food to those children. He provided food at 125 different
locations almost every day. At this time, In 2014, he opened an old age home, named after
his father, Madhav Happy Old Age Home. He aimed at making the old age home a place
for the old and alone people to come together and spend life in less despair. He helped
more than 5000 old aged people with the help of his old age home. He also worked
towards making water accessible to everyone in nearby villages, and for that he started a
mission- Jal Jeevan.

His journey has had a long-lasting impact on the lives of lakhs of people and he is still
growing strong with his dedication to providing as many people as possible.

In 2014, Dr. Rajvardhan Shukla embarked on a heartfelt initiative by establishing the Madhav
Happy Old Age Home. Named after his late father, this old age home serves as a sanctuary
for elderly individuals who may be disowned, childless, or facing other challenges in their |
twilight years. His mission is committed to enhancing the welfare and well-being of elderly
residents through its Old Age Welfare Initiatives. The Old Age Home administered by his |
NGO Oxford Shiksha Prasar Sansthan provides a safe and compassionate environment for
elderly people who are vulnerable or in need of support. The home offers a friendly
atmosphere in which residents can get great healthcare, nutritious meals, and a sense of
community. Trained caregivers and staff members are dedicated to supporting the residents' |
physical, emotional, and social needs while instilling a feeling of belonging and dignity in

their later years.

In addition to the Old Age Home, the organization runs a number of welfare activities to
meet the special needs of the elderly in District Auraiya and old age home helpline Centre in
Lucknow These initiatives include healthcare services, leisure activities, skill-development
workshops, and opportunities for social participation. The elderly's well-being is ensured by
regular health check-ups, medication management, and access to medical services. Driven
by a commitment to honour his parents' memory, he not only provided shelter but also |
created a sustainable model. The elderly residents actively contribute to their well-being by
crafting temple-used goods like dhoop and batti, which are sold both online and offline and
the revenue generated is used for their welfare only. This old age home accommodates 300
individuals, ensuring their holistic care, including medical checkups, recreational activities,
and cultural engagement. They have a schedule which helps the elderly to maintain good
and active health and promote a healthy lifestyle. He has helped and served more than 5000

old age people so far through this old age home.

The organization also promotes intergenerational relationships and community involvement
to prevent social isolation and provide the elderly with a feeling of purpose and fulfillment.
The Oxford Shiksha Prasar Sansthan works with local authorities, healthcare experts, |
volunteers, and community people to ensure the success and sustainability of the Old Age |
Welfare Initiatives. Through the organization, he hopes to have a beneficial impact on |
elderly adults' well-being by focusing their care, dignity, and quality of life, ensuring they

enjoy their golden years with respect and happiness. |

® |n a persistent effort to promote a healthy lifestyle, Dr. Rajvardhan led a mission to make
his entire district tobacco-free. Over several years, he worked tirelessly to raise awareness,
educate the community, and facilitate support for those seeking to quit tobacco. Through his
dedication and efforts, the district successfully transitioned to a tobacco-free environment,
positively impacting the overall well-being of its residents.

e In 2013-14, Dr Rajvardhan recognized a critical need for nourishment among children at
Anganwadi centres. After recognising this, he organized the delivery of food to more than 1
lakh children at 125 different locations. This initiative not only addressed immediate hunger
but also emphasized the importance of nutrition for the well-being and development of
young minds.

e Driven by a sense of social responsibility, Dr Rajvardhan noticed the conditions of children
whose mothers worked in furnaces. To uplift these children and provide them with
educational opportunities, he initiated a program to teach those children and to lure them
into studies he provided them with chocolates, toffees, and daily nourishments. This unique
approach attracted over 125 students, giving them access to education and a chance for a
better future. He built up small tents nearby the furnaces and arranged everything required
for the students and taught them, free of cost, with an aim to spread knowledge and provide
students with a bright future.

® In his ongoing commitment to uplift those with limited resources, Dr Rajvardhan
implemented the Deen Dayal Upadhyay Yojna. This program provides training to individuals
from economically disadvantaged backgrounds, equipping them with skills for different
areas of employment. To date, he has organized more than 5000 training campaigns,
contributing to enhanced job opportunities and improved quality of life.
